RECOMMENDATION LETTERS

Two letters of recommendation must be submitted for each applicant. Family members, guidance
counselors, and school administrators are not eligible to write the letters.

Primary Letter of Recommendation: must be from a youth pastor, Sunday School
teacher, or other church leader that can speak of your active involvement with your youth group
or area of ministry in the church where you are attending/serving each week.

Secondary letter of Recommendation: may be written by a past or current teacher,
employer, or other adult role model in your life who can speak of your personal character, school
and community involvement.

Recommendation letters must be sealed in an envelope, initialed on the back flap by the person
writing your letters and must be submitted with the application. Please provide the Instructions
for Scholarship Recommendation Letter to each person you ask to write your
recommendation letters. (Available online if needed @ www.jpcfoundation.com.)
